This document describes the installation procedures for
TRILUTION® LC Software. Additional documentation is
supplied on the Gilson Software USB.
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Prepare for Installation

Before beginning the TRILUTION LC installation, ensure that the
computer name and domain are established. Changing these
parameters after installation will result in errors.

An internet connection is required for installation, but after
installation/registration, it is recommended to disconnect from the
internet. Because the PC is your system controller, any automatic
updates may interfere with your running system.

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Installation Overview

One USB is used to install TRILUTION LC and the additional
software that is required. The full installation will take approximately
20 minutes.

NOTE If at any time during the installation a User Account Control
window appears, then click Yes.

The installation proceeds as follows:

1.  Insert the Gilson Software USB into the USB port and then
follow the instructions in Start Here.pdf to navigate to the
installation file(s) and start the installation.

2. The installation checks for the Microsoft .NET Framework
feature on the PC.

e |f the feature is available, the installation will continue.

e |f the feature is not available, the installation will fail
immediately. Proceed with the following steps:

a. Ensure and/or establish an internet connection.

b. Open Windows Features on the PC. Use the search
function to locate it, if necessary.

c. Turnon the .NET Framework 3.5 (includes .NET 2.0
and 3.0) feature by selecting its check box and then
selecting OK. The check box will be filled, indicating
that only part of the feature is turned on. This is
expected and acceptable.
